We have prepared a handout “Everything

ter. READ IT CAREFULLY please.

O There is to be NO Videotaping or flash
photography during the performances.

O Parents: Please do not go backstage
after or before the performances. There will be
adult supervision backstage. Unless your name
is on an approved list of backstage helpers, no
one will be permitted backstage. If you need to
speak with your child, we will get them the mes-
sage or bring them out to you.

[0 Once again we do not have open seating, so
please be sure to sit in the seat designated on
your ticket. We strongly recommend that you
allow plenty of time to park your car and walk to
the theater. We recommend you allow 30 min-
utestogetfromyour carand arrive inthe theatre.

O No performers are allowed in the
audience with costumes, EVER! ALL
costumes must stay at the theater.
Be sure all pieces are in order and
your costume is hung up before you
leave to avoid any problems for the
next show. Be sure to return your
Bee costume to the costume ladies
before you leave the theater.

O The dressing rooms must be kept orderly.
Please throw away trash. Put the caps on your
hair gel, lipstick and makeup to avoid any
accidents. Thank you for your cooperation in
cleaning up your mess at the end of each
performance. We do not have a cleaning crew
that comes in to clean up your mess.

0 Absolutely NO EATING in costume
EVER. Only bottled water to drink.
